1. -What are 2 ultimate goals of scientific research: 

· Save the world with behavior analysis

· Understand the world with behavior analysis

2. -What is a functional assessment?

· Helps us determine function of a behavior

· Keeps us from working on behavior that may not need intervention (pinpoint specific behaviors that need work)

· What are the effective natural contingencies maintaining inappropriate behavior?
3. -Why should we do a functional assessment?

· To come up with several intervention options

· To come up with humane, effective interventions 

· Interventions that are more cost-effective, less intrusive, more humane, more transferable, and more maintainable than interventions not planned from functional analyses. 
4. -What are the basic units of measurement?

· Frequency: example number of times a baby cries

· Duration: example  length of crying episode

· Force: example amount of air that flows past lungs during crying episode
5. -What design is best for ruling out confounding variables? 

ABABABA design

· Not case study: why? No baseline and in nature so no one is controlling variables  (natural observation)
6. -Why do we use baselines when conducting research?

· To reduce for confounding variables that may account for changes in performance during observation
7. -What is IOA and why is it important?

· Inter observer agreement

· To insure that the results of an experiment have external validity apply to a wide variety of settings and make sure the results are reliable
8. -What are the two types of measurement?
· Obtrusive (subjects are aware of the ongoing observation)

· Unobtrusive (subjects aren’t aware of the ongoing observation)
