CLINICAL COORDINATOR POSITION
Responsibilities
The Clinical Coordinator of the Early Childhood Autism Program (ECAP) at Florida State University, Panama City provides direct supervision for 5-10 individuals who provide ABA services for a caseload of 18-20 families, primarily with children diagnosed on the autism spectrum.  Those supervised include graduate-level students, the majority of whom have previous experience in ABA, as well as entry-level undergraduates.  Activities include behavioral assessments, development and subsequent implementation of behavior change programs, monitoring service authorizations and therapist hours, organizing client referrals, and development and conduction of workshops.  The Clinical Coordinator will have a formal relationship with the faculty in the ABA Master's Program but is largely expected to work independently.

Minimum Qualifications
A Master’s level degree in human service related field, current certification as a Board Certified Behavior Analyst, valid driver's license, automobile insurance, and reliable transportation is required.  Prior supervisory experience and a working knowledge of Microsoft Excel are a plus.  Preference will be given to applicants who can assume the position by August 2009.
Requirements

The clinical coordinator must have knowledge of current best practice related to autism treatment, behavioral assessment and treatment, and knowledge of BACB Task List information.  Other important skills include the ability to work well with others, create a team atmosphere and provide effective feedback to therapists and parents, and possess good social skills and professional ethics.  Additionally, the clinical coordinator must be able to create, use, and manage various data sheets using Microsoft applications, and must work independently without daily supervision and exercise judgment as necessary.

Salary and Benefits
The anticipated salary for this 12-month position is approximately $40,000 with excellent benefits.  The 40-hour-per-week schedule is flexible and includes evenings and weekends as needed to best serve the clients.  The successful candidate will have the opportunity to live in a growing beach resort area while working within an ABA Master's program that is Accredited by the Association for Behavior Analysis International (ABAI) and is recognized as one of the strongest in the country.
