A brief description of the subsystems:

BRSS (Behavior Research Supervisory System)- You will be assigned to monitor other students, help with weekly R&D meetings, and work on continuous quality improvement of BRSS material. You will record grades and provide feedback on task completion to your assigned students. 
BATS-(Behavior Analysis Training System)- Possible tasks include grading weekly quizzes, revising the welcome wagon CD, job aides, and manuals.  You may also be asked to complete research for BACB certification and update alumni information.
PPP- (The Professional Psychology Practicum)- This practicum is for graduate students working with special populations.  You will be helping to train students and helping develop new materials for students to use.

Advanced Practicum (AP) - You will help the graduate system advisor by continuously updating training manuals and creating new materials for the Advanced Practicum seminar.
Intermediate Practicum (IP) - This class is for students to further their understanding of Discrete Trial Training.  As an undergraduate you will be assisting your Graduate student by helping devise new materials, tracking student’s progress, and helping to run seminar. 

Pre-Practicum-As an undergraduate assistant for this course you will be aiding the graduate student with preparing and training undergraduates for their practicum at Croyden Ave. School.

GRE Prep course- The prep course is to get students ready to take their GRE and apply to graduate school.  It uses self-management techniques to ensure students do not procrastinate.  Your job will be to supervise students and help revise course material.

LFTS (Language Facilitation Training System)-Students are responsible for helping the graduate students train others on the correct techniques during discrete trials and develop materials (i.e. picture cards) for their students at Croyden Ave School.          

BACC (Behavioral academic career counseling)-  BACC appointments are for advising students with career advice for their futures. BSAP (Behavior Systems Analysis Program)- This is a supplemental course for Psy 460, where students apply the Behavioral Principles to a real life setting (i.e. business). You will be responsible for making sure these students complete required tasks, as well as grading and graphing their progress throughout the semester.
OBM (Organizational Behavior Management) – You will be helping with bimonthly meetings, development of course materials, checking task completion of graduate students, and helping with grading.
