Using PowerPoint Animation 
XP:

1. Start a new PowerPoint or a previously made PowerPoint presentation.

2. Select Slide Show on the main menu bar and scroll down and click on Custom Animation.
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6. Here you can pick from four different Animations you can 

    apply to the text, picture etc…


a.) Click on Entrance to change         

       how the text or picture is 

introduced in the slide. 

    b.) Click on Emphasis to change 

         the different fonts in the middle

         of the slide, or you may make your

         text or picture grow or shrink, you

         can make your text or picture spin,

          and also some other effects.

c.) Click on Exit to change how the text or picture leaves the slide.

d.) Click on Motion Paths to make the text or pictures move from one place to another in mid slide.  You can choose from a number of different paths.

7. When you insert any of these effects they are then added to the Custom animation screen.
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10. To reorder the order in which the animations appear simply use the Re-Order button until the animations are how you see fit.

11. You may view the progress of you slide by either clicking the Play or Slide Show button.

2000:
1. If you are using 2000, click on Slide Show on the main menu, then scroll down to Custom Animation. 
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3. When you select Custom animation a screen will open on the right side of your computer screen that says Custom Animation at the top.


 





4. Here you can make certain things happen to the text that will improve the viewing pleasure of your presentation.


5. To start: click on the text that you would like to change, then click on the Add Effect button.
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 8. Then to change any of the settings on one particular animation, just click on that Animation and adjust the settings. For example with Spin:


a.)  The settings include Start, which allows you to either start with the click of the mouse, with the previous transition, or after the previous transition.


Click on  Speed to change the speed of spin


Click on the Amount to change how far the object spins.  


* The Modifying effects change with the different


    types of animations.





9.  You can also change the timing by clicking on the arrow next to the animation name then select Timing and adjust the speed, delay to your liking. You may also select repeat to make the effect repeat itself. 





3. Here you can change the entry animation of the selected text for example “fly” in “From Top” and add sounds as you wish. 


4. You can also make the animation dim or not after the animation, and also how the text is introduced.


5.  From there, click on the Order & Timing tab. To either change the Animation order or how to start animation, either by mouse click or automatically by a specified number of seconds. 








7. After you make the appropriate changes click OK . You may view your changes by either pressing the F5 button or by clicking on Slide Show on the main menu bar then clicking on View Show.
