Your final project consists of a paper describing your experience throughout the semester and a Progress Report for the child you worked with.

Final Paper: 

· 1-2 double spaced pages describing your experience throughout the semester
· You may choose to include some of the following: 

· How your perspective changed from the beginning to the end of the semester

· What your child has taught you

· What you have taught your child

· Your proudest moment

· Whether the practicum has influenced your future academic/career goals

· Or any other additional experiences you would like to share

Progress Report: 
· Use the template on DickMalott.com 
· This is a document summarizing the semester you worked with your child. It includes: 
· Inappropriate behaviors your child exhibited
· Effective reinforcers for your child
· Strengths and weaknesses of your child
· Skills you worked on with your child during the semester
· General working tips (these are strategies you have learned throughout the semester to work effectively with your child)
· Recommendations (these are recommendations of skills you would like to see your child work on in the future)  
· First Draft: Your first draft must include all of the components listed in the template. 
· Final Draft: Your final draft must be updated to reflect changes throughout the semester and any revisions that are needed. 
Reminders: 

· Write clearly and effectively. 

· The passive voice is to be avoided. 

· All documents must be type written. 

· Use positive words in your paper; for example: 

· “I punish my child’s inappropriate behavior,” should be replaced by “I do not pay attention to my child’s inappropriate behavior”

· “I remove all of the distractions so that the child can attend to my instruction”

· “I reinforce the child’s appropriate behaviors every 10 seconds to decrease his inappropriate behavior”
